VA Fire Soliloguy:

Fire is a fascinating thing. Though inorganic, its vitality makes it¢seem alive to us.
Though mindless, it seems to move according to its own whims, devouring everything
in its path if given the chance. This movement presents an imagined firsthand aceount
of the "life" of a fire, from the first dancing sparks to the formidable all-out blaze to the
eventual demise in smoldering embers.

11 Water Ilegy:

This movement is an adaptation of the first movement of ' mystring quartet, “Currents,”
and is a plea to protect Earth’s most vital resource: its water. As humankind’s
unsustainable consumption demands continue to grow, plastics manufacturing goes on
relatively unchallenged. Much of this_plastic'is discarded into the oceans, where it
fragments and deteriorates. Powerful'ocean gyres then churn this debris in enormous
“garbage patches” found in everyocean on the planet, which frequently become death
traps for animals who ingest or become entangled in it.

111 = Soil Threnody:

Accordingto.the World Wildlife Fund, half of the earth’s topsoil has been lost to soil
erosion and degradationiin the past 150 years, threatening ecosystems across the globe.'
Among the chief causes are deforestation and unsustainable mining practices. This
movement is.a lament built upon simultaneous descending and ascending chromatic
scales representing both the erosion process and the resulting pollution as left-behind
particles are blown into the air.

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To successfully execute this passage, the performer should begin by slowly
and evenly moving thedbow back and forth on the fingerboard while
dampening the strings/with the fingers so that no pitch is audible (this is
meant to approximate an airy breathing sound). The bow should gradually
move faster while moving furtherdown the fingerboard. The fingers should
gradually relax so that pitch begins to appear as the rhythm approaches
measured, pitched 16™ notes after about one minute. The 16™ notes that run
throughout the violin“part should always be played on the string. These
insteuctions should be followed in reverse for the fade-out effect in the final
measureé of the piece.
